The following reflection on Anger comes from Jim 
Quillinan who writes a regular reflection for 
teachers and others in the Sale diocese. 

I invite you to take a moment to read it: 

òAnger 

We all know what anger is, and we've all felt it: 
anger is a common human emotion. We 
experience it and give in to it more often than we 
would like to admit, whether as a fleeting 
annoyance or as fully-fledged rage. While anger is 
a completely normal and usually healthy human 
emotion, when it gets out of control and turns 
destructive, it can lead to problems—problems at 
work, in personal relationships, and in the quality 
of life. 

We can't eliminate anger—and it wouldn't be a 
good idea if we could. In spite of all of our efforts, 
things will happen that will cause us anger; and 
sometimes it will be justifiable anger. Jesus got 
very angry over how traders had defiled worship 
at God’s temple in Jerusalem (John 2:13-18).  

St Augustine tells us that ―Hope has two beautiful 
daughters: their names are anger and courage. 
Anger that things are the way they are. Courage 
to make them the way they ought to be‖. 

There appears to be a disturbing increase in the 
number of such anger or rage stories in recent 
times – from significant street fighting incidents, 
road rage and workplace abuse, just to name a 
few. Even such places as schools and hospitals 
now feel compelled to post warning  signs that 
abusive behaviour and anger will not be tolerated. 
People feel less inhibited about venting their 
frustration in public, some even feel entitled to do 
so. Isn’t it distressing sometimes to see children 
shouted at in public places? It’s hard to know why 
there has been such an increase but anger and 
rage doesn’t come from nowhere. 

Life is beautiful, but it can at times be filled with 
frustration, pain, loss and the unpredictable 
actions of others. We can't change that; but we 
can change the way we let such events affect us. 
Controlling our angry responses, being able to 
forgive others, being tolerant and patient, being 
able to control our emotions and our frustrations 
doesn’t always come easily. But it can make life 
so much happier.‖

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VCE External Examinations 2009 ð  Examinations to be held in the Monsignor Anthony Bones Hall 

All VCE students studying a Unit 3/4 subject received in Pastoral Group this week an individual copy of their external exam timetable.  
Students also received at the beginning of the year a booklet - VCE Exams Navigator Student Information & Timetable 09 – issued by the 
Victorian Curriculum and Assessment Authority (VCAA) which contains information on Derived Examination Scores, VCE Examination Rules 

and Approved Materials and Equipment.  

1. Derived Examination Scores 

If a student becomes ill or experiences an accident or personal trauma at the time of their VCE examinations, he/she may be eligible for a 
Derived Examination Score.  This applies to all VCE examinations - written, oral and performance.  Students must have independent 
professional evidence to support any Derived Score Application.  

¶ Students cannot apply for a Derived Exam Score on the basis of: 

¶ Absence from school for prolonged periods 

¶ Unfamiliarity with the English Language 

¶ Long term loss of examination preparation 

¶ Teacher absences or other teacher related difficulties 

¶ Long term chronic conditions 

¶ Misreading an exam timetable 

¶ Involvement in extra curricular activities 

¶ The same grounds for which Special Examination Arrangements have been approved. 

Students should attend every examination session.  If students do not attend an examination and their application for a Derived Exam Score is 
not approved, then they will not receive a score for that examination.  VCAA does not expect students to attend an exam against medical 
advice, but they do expect them to meet the eligibility requirements.  That is, they must have a definitive statement from their doctor regarding 
diagnosis and their inability to attend.  Students must have consulted this medical professional the day before the examination or on 
the same day as the examination about their diagnosis and their inability to attend. 

¶ If a student is prevented from attending an examination due to illness, etc, he/she must notify immediately the school via the Student 

Pathways Co-ordinator. 

¶ If a student is ill during an examination, he/she must notify the Chief Supervisor immediately. 

Applications forms for Derived Exam Scores are available from the Student Pathways Co-ordinator. 

 
2. VCE Examination Rules 

Students should familiarise themselves with the VCE Examination Rules outlined on pages 8 and 9 of the VCE Exams Navigator 09 booklet.  I 

have summarised below some important points: 

¶ Students are required to provide personal identification on entry to their examinations.  The personal identification must consist of a 
clear photo of the student and their full name.  (A Photo ID card was issued by the school for the June examinations.)  Most existing 
student identification cards or personal documents will be suitable for meeting this requirement – public transport ID, passport or 

driver’s licence. 

¶ No food or drink, other than water, is allowed in the examination room (except under special circumstances as approved by VCAA).  
Water must be in a clear plastic bottle (all labels are to be removed).  All water bottles must be placed on the floor next to the student’s 

desk in the examination room. 

¶ Mobile phones and/or electronic communication devices are not permitted in an examination room under any circumstances. 

¶ Pencil cases should not be taken into the examination room. (A clear plastic bag/pocket is acceptable.) 

¶ Students are not permitted to wear watches of any type during the examination.  All watches must be removed and placed at the top of 

the student’s desk. 

¶ No communication is allowed between students once they have entered the examination room. 

¶ At the end of the examination, each student must remain silent and in his/her place until all exam materials have been collected. 

3. Approved Materials & Equipment 

Students must ensure they bring only approved materials into each of their examinations.  These are listed on pages 6 and 7 of the Exam 

Navigator 08 booklet.   This is especially important in relation to calculators and mathematics reference materials. 

I would like to take this opportunity of passing on my best wishes to all the VCE and VCAL students who will be involved in the VCAA external 
examinations which commence on 30 October and finish on the 19 November.  I would also like to congratulate the students on the way they 

conducted themselves during the recent VCE Practice Exams.
