Social Justice Immersion Trip 

Cebu, Philippines 

17th – 26th September, 2009 

 
I recently set off on an unforgettable 
experience shared with an amazing 
cast of teachers from the Sandhurst 
Diocese.  

Cebu is a major city in the 
Philippines with a population of 
798,000 people, although there are 
thousands of Filipinos living in 
extreme poverty who are not 
accounted for in official Censuses. 

I entered into this trip with little 
understanding of the real problems 
that face many Filipinos day to day. 
One of the most confronting 
experiences of the trip was visiting 
the dumpsites which in Australia we 
refer to as rubbish tips. Our group 
visited two major dumpsites which 
have become home to thousands 
living in poverty. Children as young 
as 3 years old are put to work (up to 
12 hours a day) sorting recyclables 
in return for a day’s wage of $5. 
These small wages may be the 
difference between a family eating or 
not eating. 

Regardless of their circumstances, 
one thing that left me feeling positive 
was the huge hearts and smiles of 
the communities we visited. The 
spirit of God was alive and well and 
there was a definite feeling amongst 
the teachers that we were doing 
God’s work. 

I was also able to see firsthand the 
significant difference that money 
raised by organizations such as 
Caritas can make within a 
community - a charity that Notre 
Dame contributes to each year. 
Daycare centres, primary schools 
and fishing communities have all 
been established with donations from 
Australia which have given a scene 
of purpose to thousands of Filipinos 
living with extreme poverty.
