It will be possible to complete a minor sequence over-seas, and to add a Design minor to 

other degrees. In this case it will be possible to complete a Communication Design major by adding 

one year to your degree. Greater flexibility is the aim. Swinburne wants to grow and will have a 

broader mix of courses and range of pathways. Two-year Associate Degrees will become more 

common as will double degrees. All programs can be commenced in Semester 2, with six-week 

winter and summer terms when electives and study tours can be completed. At a recent career 

advisors seminar the Pro-Vice Chancellor Ian Young addressed de-regulation in higher education. 

From 2012 (affecting students currently in Year 9), caps on numbers of students will be lifted, 

universities will be able to choose their own disciplines, how many students to enrol and their own 

entry mechanisms. There will be more government funded places, and it is likely that more 

courses will be offered at each institution.
