JAPANESE STUDY TOUR
2009

The Japan Study Tour has received a
substantial grant from the Sakura
Educational Foundation. Through Mr.
and Mrs. Richard Trevaskis (former
Mayor and Mayoress of Shepparton),
Mr. Kikuchi set up Scholarships to use in
the area of Japanese Language and
Cultural Education for Shepparton
citizens. Much of the funding goes to
Shepparton and district students,
supporting tertiary level studies and
travel opportunities. This year, Notre
Dame College Year 9 to 11 students
studying Japanese were recipients of
this extremely generous grant to support
their study tour upon their return to
Australia.

e Your parents should walk past regularly

name

eNever allow explicit photos of yourself to
be taken in any circumstance

o f you have found inappropriate content
about yourself on a website or are
informed about this situation please
contact the ISP and or Police or tell your
parents to do so a.s.a.p

eHelp your parents to learn about the
internet—share your knowledge of the
internet with your parents in a fun

environment. If they have some
knowledge they will be less likely to be
suspicious about ‘socialising online’.

el et your parents know where you go
online, just as you would in real life

¢ Ask your parents to spend time online with
you- learn and explore together

eMake sure your computer has a good filter
and other monitoring/blocking software to
minimise dangers

eMake sure you are on safe and suitable
sites. Filters can sometimes fail to protect

e There should be house rules about what
information you can put onto websites or
share with others

eRemember that the internet is
permanent...be mindful of what you post
and how you portray yourself. Pictures etc
can remain forever.

e Teach your parents the language of the
cyberspace

e Absolutely no exchange of personal
information

o Social Networking profiles such as Face
book etc should be set to private

o MSN contacts and social networking site
friends should be people that you know in
real life. This is one way to reduce
possible risks

¢ An ‘online friend’ that you don’t know in

real life is a stranger

ePasswords must not be shared. Choose
passwords that others can’t guess. Not
your favourite food or pets name. Should
be a mix of capitals/letters/numbers/
symbols.

o Change passwords 4 times per year (last
day of every term)
